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LYNDEN PARK
Site Analysis/ Opportunities
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Existing benefi ts of this site
• Moderate setback to housing, minimal 

overlooking, low numbers of properties 
abut the site.

• Existing reserve infrastructure to support 
dog park users and the community 
including seats, paths, parking, power 
and water. 

• Relatively fl at land.
• Potential to utilise grass embankment as 

a barrier to sports ovals. 
• Existing trees provide natural shade, 

character and visual amenity.
• The nearby playground is already 

fenced and has parking.
Challenges
• People already use the reserve for dog 

walking and can safely exercise their 
dogs off -leash in the reserve. 

• Proximity to residential housing.
• Multiple entries into the reserve. 
• Limited existing parking.
• Potential confl ict with cyclists on 

Highfi eld Road.
• Located in the 1 in 100 year fl ood zone.
• Ovals have signifi cant use by sporting 

clubs.

Opportunities
• Formalise path 
* Formalise the informal access from 

the Ruyton Street and Highfi eld Road 
corner.

• Dog-Friendly Drinking Fountain 
* Provide a new drink fountain with dog-

friendly facilities.
• Fence panel replacement 
* Proposed installation of chain mesh 

fence for safety along Highfi eld Road, 
Lynden and Ruyton Street. 

Lynden Park is designated as an off-leash reserve. The reserve is well used by the 
community and used by a wide cross-section of the community including dog walkers 
who use a majority of the open space (including the ovals when they are not in use) to 
walk their dogs off-leash. Key features and infrastructure include a playground, sporting 
ovals, pavilions, formal paths and seats. Parking and water are predominately located near 
the pavilion and playground. The reserve has many access points including an informal 
path from the corner of Ruyton Street and Highfi eld Road, this location is additionally a 
preferred location to include additional dog-friendly supports as it has good visibility, is 
located adjacent to Highfi eld Road, is lightly treed and has some undulation. 

Following the analysis of this reserve, it was decided Lynden Park would be a suitable 
location to provide additional reserve infrastructure which encourages dog ownership and 
provides for other park users.
